APPROVAL OF MINUTES

AGENDA ITEMS 
 
Skate Park Public Art 

Public Artist Jake Wagoner gave a presentation of the proposed skate park artwork. Artwork includes an artful 

fence as well as paint treatment to stairs, walls and planter boxes.  Artwork includes crane imagery and 

abstracted shapes.  Arts Commissioners responded positively to the artwork and concepts. 

 

Annual Elections 

MOORE PFLUG nominated BLOOR for the position of Chair. FREESE seconded.  BLOOR accepted the 
nomination. Motion carried and BLOOR was elected as Arts Commission Chair for 2016-17. 
 
OLIVER nominated GRIFFIN for the position of Vice Chair. BLOOR seconded. GRIFFIN nominated OLIVER for the 
position of Vice Chair. BLOOR seconded. GRIFFIN and OLIVER accepted the nominations and proposed to be Co-
Vice Chairs. Motion carried and GRIFFIN and OLIVER were elected as Arts Commission Co-Vice Chairs for 2016-
17. 
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Confluence Park Public Art 

Arts Commissioners reviewed final designs for public art in the Confluence Park bridge project. Artwork was 

designed by public artist Jack Mackie and consists of a mayfly sculpture on the bridge as well as artful terrazzo 

bridge decking.  The artwork budget has well exceeded the ½ of 1% of the construction budget. Parks has 

asked the arts commission to consider providing $40,000 for the artwork.  Commissioners discussed how the 

process of having a pre-selected public artist on the design team distanced the arts commission from the 

project’s public art process and in the future, they would like more involvement in the overall art process. 

Commissioners agreed this is an important project for the city and an important project to include prominent 

artwork. They also agreed that the artwork is very well executed within the project.  

 

FREESE moved to recommend funding support of $40,000 from the municipal art fund toward public art in the 
Confluence Park bridge project. PEI seconded.  Motion carried unanimously. 
 

 

2017 Arts Grant Planning 

MOORE PFLUG presented some concepts for revising the 2017 arts grant program to improve the evaluation 

of applications and to better align with the strategic directions identified during the arts visioning process this 

year.  Commission will discuss this topic in depth during the July meeting.
