Due to these factors, the meeting
was held using a remote meeting platform.

CALL TO ORDER
BRENNAN, Chair, called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM. He gave some comments about
participation in tonight’s virtual meeting, and explained the purpose of tonight’s discussion.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
BRENNAN asked for any changes or corrections to minutes of the meeting on October 6, 2021.
Hearing none, the minutes are approved.

AGENDA ITEMS

a) Adopt Development Commission Rules of Conduct & Procedures, (A)
Presented by:
Lucy Sloman, Land Development Manager

Sloman made staff’s presentation. She explained the four purposes of reviewing the Commission’s
Rules of Conduct and Procedures, as follows: (1) to correct outdated provisions; (2) to have more
consistency for rules and procedures between boards and commissions; (3) to provide guidance for
Development Commission-specific situations; and (4) to provide clear, detailed procedures for public
hearings.

BRENNAN suggested a procedure for reviewing the document tonight, and the Commissioners
agreed. SOWA asked for more information about the source of the draft. Sloman explained the
document before you was largely taken from rules and regulations established for the Planning Policy
Commission, and which was then reviewed by the Deputy City Clerk, Director of Community Planning
and Development, City Attorney, and Sloman. She noted the Deputy City Clerk is available tonight for
clarification of any questions that may arise.
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BRENNAN noted that some of the provisions appear to be established by state law, and asked
Sloman to let the Commission know when discussions appear to be moving into areas in which
neither the Commission nor the City have any flexibility.

MORGAN asked whether specifying the location of meetings in Article 1V-Section 1-Part (a), namely
the Council Chambers, would conflict with the possibility he has heard of holding meetings at Tibbetts
Manor. Sloman replied Tibbetts Manor has been discussed as a possible meeting location, but no
decision has been made. She suggested leaving the location as is and amending the rules if such a
decision is made, or specifying “special meeting” if a meeting is held at a location other than the
Council Chambers.

The Commission proceeded to discuss each Article and Section in order. As a result of Commissioner
comments, suggests, and edits, the following changes received approval by a consensus of all
Commissioners present:

If, in any
given month, there is no business which requires COMMISSION action, the
staff liaison will cancel the regular meeting will-be-cancelled.

V.2 Special meetings of the COMMISSION may be called by the Chair in
consultation with the staff liaison or by a majority vote of the COMMISSION
members.

IV.4.F During review of a multi-day quasi-judicial hearing, a regular member who has
missed the first-er previous COMMISSION meeting...

IV.5.B Any member anticipating absence from a meeting should notify suppertservice
staff-and the designated staff liaison in advance of the meeting.

IV.7.C-1 When recognized, commentors are encouraged to use the podium.

IV.7.C-4 If aAny written materials are provided to the COMMISSION, a copy shall also be
provided to the staff liaison or the recording secretary during the meeting or
hearing.

IV.8.B Fheywillbe-considered-absent-when-voting-eceurs: Their absence will be

considered excused.

IV.11.B Conflicts-of Interest-& Appearance of Fairness Disclosures. Staff will ask
COMMISSION members for Appearance of Fairness disclosures, including any
apparent conflicts of interest. See also Section 8(B) above. If a COMMISSION
member answers in the affirmative, the COMMISSION may then, by a majority
vote, excuse a member from voting on the issue. If a member is excused frem
veting, they shall leave the Chamber immediately. Their absence will be
considered excused when voting occurs. Fhey-willbe-considered-absentwhen
voting-oceurs:
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IV.11.B COMMISSION members shall-attempttoshould not read or reply to any
correspondence received from the applicant or the public on a quasi-judicial
matter.

IV.11.B After COMMISSION members have completed their Appearance of Fairness

Disclosures (and any votes to recuse members as a result), the Chair shall
invite the applicant and members of the public to raise a challenge under the
Appearance of Fairness Doctrine. If such a challenge is made by the public, the
COMMISSION shall then deliberate and vote whether to excuse the challenged
member from voting on the issue. If a member is excused, they shall leave the
Chamber immediately.

IV.11.H Once the public hearing is closed on a quasi-judicial matter, no additional
testimony may be taken, and the COMMISSION will be limited to questions to
staff only, deliberations, and voting. The Commission may not proceed to
deliberate and vote on the issue until the public hearing is closed.

VI. The Rules and Regulations may be amended by a-majority-vote an affirmative
vote of four or more members of the falf COMMISSION at a regular or special
meeting.
