CALL TO ORDER

Opportunity Center Update

non-profit service providers. The City put out a request for proposals and received 4. Interviews 
were conducted in early December. The City will select a preferred partner soon.   
 
Senior Center Update 
FUJIMOTO shared that the City will continue operation of the senior center in 2018 and identify 
a long-term operator ahead of 2019.

FUJIMOTO shared information with the Commission about a new regional effort around 
homelessness and coordination of strategies. Details are being determined but may include 
consideration of new funding options.
