Shelter & Coordinated Entry for All Updates

was recently released by King County for $1M over three years for shelter services outside
Seattle.

Community Health Engagement Locations (CHELs) Moratorium
FUJIMOTO provided an update on the moratorium ordinance in which the City Council directed
the Administration to prepare an ordinance banning CHELs in Issaquah. The ordinance was
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reviewed by the Planning Policy Commission at their meeting on January 11, and was
subsequently approved to forward to the City Council for consideration. The ordinance will
proceed at the February 5 Council meeting and to the Land and Shore Committee on February
8.

2018 Commission Recruitment

SASSOROSSI provided an overview of the upcoming recruitment and terms and encouraged
Commissioners to reapply.

Review Draft City Supplement for 2019/2020 Grant Application Materials

SASSOROSSI reviewed the draft supplement for the grant applications. Human Services
Commission equity trainings will occur on March 8, 15 and 28. The grant funder’s workshop for
the human services grants request for proposals will be March 7.

2019/2020 Funding Policy Direction
